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Looking Toward the Future

Through research and innovative interventions, today JDC is an
inseparable part of Israeli society, touching the lives of one in
four Israeli citizens—young and old, veterans and immigrants,
Jews, Muslims, Druze, and Christians.

On the occasion of Israel's 60™ birthday, rocket, missile, and
terror attacks are the tragic daily reality for many thousands of
citizens still striving to recover in Israel’'s north or currently living
under fire in Sderot and the Gaza border region. With funding
from UIJC's Israel Emergency Campaign and in partnership with
the Israeli government, JDC's programs continue to address the
heightened needs of Israel's most vulnerable citizens—children,

the elderly, immigrants, and people with disabilities.

One such program, Hibuki (“Huggy Bear”), eases the stress and
trauma experienced by children living in the conflict zones by
making them responsible for a stuffed animal with Velcro strips
onits long arms that can ‘hug’ anyone in need. This kindergarten-
based intervention is a collaboration among Ashalim; Shefi,
the Ministry of Education’s Psychological Counseling Services;
psychology experts at Tel Aviv University; UIC; UIA Federations
Canada; and UJA Federation of Northern New Jersey.

Told that their own Hibuki is scared, each child develops a
relationship with the stuffed animal. As parents help advise
their children on how to care for Hibuki, they all engage in self-
therapy, regaining their own sense of confidence and control.
“When the child becomes the caretaker of the stuffed animal,
they are less scared,” says Yochi Siman Toy, the head of Shefi's
emergency programs. “They understand that Hibuki is usually

happy, but is sad now because of what's been happening.”

More than 12,000 Hibuki have been distributed—8,000 in
the north and 4,000 in Sderot and the Gaza border region. The
program has proven transformational in helping children cope
as fully as possible now so that they may grow healthfully in
the future.

While addressing the emergency needs created by the conflict,
JDC continues to partner with the government of Israel to fill in

social service gaps. The most recent such partnership, TEVET,
develops programs to boost employment among historically
“hard-to-employ” populations—ultra-Orthodox Jews, people
with disabilities, vulnerable immigrants, lIsraeli Arabs, and
young adults—so that they can break the cycle of poverty and
succeed in the 21%*-century workforce.

“As Israel is still fighting a military war to secure and defend
the state and its citizens, it is also fighting a critical war on the
social front: to bridge gaps in society, create better options and
opportunities for vulnerable populations, and strive for excellence
in education and culture,” says Schwager. “It is on this second
front that we stand unconditionally and indefatigably with the

people of Israel.”
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JDC’s programs are supported primarily by contributions to the annual campaigns of the Jewish Community Federations throughout North America
in partnership with United Jewish Communities (U]C).

Founded in 1914, the American Jewish Joint Distribution Committee (JDC) gives global expression to the principle that all Jews are responsible for one another.

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60 Years of Building

In 1929, when the Jewish Agency was created by visionary leaders from around the Jewish world,
the word ‘Israel’ existed only in the context of liturgy and their dreams. It would take decades of
unceasing efforts by the Jewish Agency - as a “working government” literally of and by the people,
but a people without a state - to realize the centuries-old longing. The modern Jewish state was
essentially created by the will and determination of the Jewish people through the world’s only

global Jewish partnership.

A few days before the State’s establishment, David Ben-Gurion was
at his desk at the Chair of the Executive of the Jewish Agency...
a week later he was inaugurated as Israel’s first Prime Minister.
Following the miraculous founding of the State of Israel, the Jewish
Agency took on a new role. Forged from both its experience and
expertise —and its special relationship with the new government of
Israel — the Jewish Agency became responsible for the cornerstones
of securing the future of the Jewish people with a strong Israel at its
heart. For 60 years we have been doing this - through encouraging
aliyah to populate and strengthen the Jewish state, through
bringing Israel into the lives and hearts of Jewish communities
around the world and through carrying the passion of those
communities into Israel, to help shape its society and destiny.
We have been delivering on this promise every day of every year,
through the transcendent power of our global partnership.

Aliyah: Strengthening Israel through
Immigration and Integration

Since 1948, the Jewish Agency has brought three million Jews home
to Israel. At the Jewish Agency, we are committed to accelerating

the successful integration of all new olim; aliyah cannot succeed
without effective absorption. For those with extraordinary needs,

our absorption centers provide intensive support through a “first
home”environment - giving them the tools they need for achieving
independence. For those families that are able to integrate directly
into communities, our national At Home Together program recruits
Israeli families as volunteers to “adopt” newcomers during their first
two years in Israel - connecting new immigrants to a critical social
network. We continue to support new immigrants each step of the
way, through a host of critical programs including intervention
for Ethiopian-Israelis, vocational training and support for young
immigrant soldiers and students.

Alexey Kochetkov, a 23-year-old violinist from Smolensk, Russia,
made aliyah at the age of 19 through the Jewish Agency’s Selah
program (Students Before their Parents), a pre-academic preparatory
program for high school graduates from the FSU. “The Jewish
Agency does so much to support young, new immigrants like me.
When | decided to come to Israel, | knew that | wasn't coming alone.
There was an entire network of people who were there to help me”

Involvement in a Jewish Agency summer camp and youth club in
his hometown led Alexey on his life-changing journey to explore
his Jewish identity and make aliyah. Today, Alexey is in his fourth
year at the prestigious Jerusalem Academy of Music and Dance. He
is serving in the army as a lone
soldier, in a special program for
young musicians. “I have made
so many choices in the past
decade,” says Alexey. “And the
Jewish Agency has been by my
side every step of the way. It is
truly amazing.”

Shlomit Avraham, 19,
immigrated to Israel from i L
Ethiopia with her parents and  Alexey Kochetkov
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nine siblings in 1991. The Jewish Agency’s
Sparks of Science program, which supports
the advancement of Ethiopian students in
math and science, gave her the chance to
excel in these subjects. The program is run in
conjunction with Israel’s major universities.

“My parents worked very hard so that all ten
of their children would have a chance for a
better future in Israel,” explains Shlomit. “At
the same time, the Jewish Agency supported
our growth and gave us opportunities that pushed us forward.”

Connecting the Jewish World’s Next
Generation with Israel and Peoplehood

At the Jewish Agency, we remain committed to bringing Israel into
worldwide Jewish communities — working closely with our global
partners to increase exponentially the quality and the quantity of
Israel-centered engagement. In the FSU, every year thousands of
youth participate in Jewish Agency camps — often their first contact
with Jewish identity. These transformative experiences provide vital
identity building programs that are the primary gateway to long-term
communal involvement. Our inspiring Israel educators are fostering
Jewish community around the world and improving the quality of
Israel-centered education. We are also providing worldwide Jewish
Zionist education through Jewish day schools, supplementary
educational programs, Holocaust education and deepening
engagement with Israel.

MAKOM, Israel Engagement Network, a Jewish Communities/Jewish
Agency partnership, has initiated a bold new program whose mission
is to provide content and training to renew Israel’s place in Jewish life.
In mid-February MAKOM held a seminar in Israel for 95 synagogue
leaders from 10 cities throughout North America. The five-day seminar
explored ways to make Israel meaningful to congregants.

“Itis wonderful that the Jewish Agency is putting resources into Jewish
life in synagogues,” says Rabbi Baruch Frydman-Kohl of Beth Tzedec
Congregation, Canada’s largest conservative congregation. “We want
the connection to Israel to be part of a normative pattern for Jewish
life in Jewish communities worldwide.”

Partnering the Jewish World with Israelis
to Effect Transformative Change

Through the deep commitment of our partners, the Jewish Agency’s
Partnership 2000 (P2K) has become the paradigm for successfully
partnering global Jewish communities directly with Israeli
communities. In each of our 45 partnerships connecting over 550
communities, we are building living bridges into the Jewish future.

Today, communities in Israel’s geographic and social periphery
are at a critical turning point. The Jewish Agency has launched
vital programs in the Galilee and the Negev to develop resources
with the capacity to create a new socioeconomic reality. We are
encouraging business initiatives through small business loans
and working with young communities of social change activists
to help strengthen the periphery.

Roi Hayon, 26, is part of the Ayalim Association, supported by the
Jewish Agency through its Young Communities initiative. Roi and
Ayalim'’s idealistic young students are returning to the Zionist
values of Israel’s early pioneers. In the four years since its inception,
Ayalim has built eight student villages in urban and rural areas in
the Negev and the Galilee. Some 500 students are living in these
villages, volunteering 500 hours a year and reaching out to over
5,000 children, youth and senior citizens.

“Our impact is really strengthening peripheral communities, and |
feel like we are building a better, more socially-conscious society,”
says Roi.

(kosher) beginning with Sunday evening dinner through Tuesday lunch, and all program materials.
